ARNOSTKA A JOSEF FUCHSOVI

Josef Fuchs se narodil 16. fijna 1871. Ve dvacatych a tficatych letech se zZivil jako kotlaf u
Ceskoslovenskych statnich drah. Arnostka Fuchsovd, za svobodna Porgesova, se narodila 27.
cervence 1883. S nejvétsi pravdépodobnosti byli manzelé, protoze pfi obou transportech méli
Cisla jdouci po sobé. Josef mél zvlastni Zivot, protoze se zdrzoval na rlznych mistech
z nejasnych dlvodu. O Zivoté Arnostky nezndme Zadné podrobnosti. Posledni zndma adresa,
kde s Josefem Gdajné Zila, je z Hotovic. Pfed tim ale Josef pobyval néjakou dobu na Vychodnim
pfedmésti v Plzni ve Veverkoveé ulici. Jestli s ArnoStkou, nebo ne, to uz je s otaznikem. Z tohoto
plzeriského bytu se odhlasil po zdboru pohranici na konci fijna 1938 a pfihlasil se k pobytu do
Karlovych Var(, tedy do mésta na zabraném Uzemi, z néhoz lidé naopak utikali do vnitrozemi.
Mél tam pribuzné, o které mél starost? Majetek, ktery chtél zaopatfit? Nevime.

Po zacatku okupace bydlel Josef i Arnostka v Horovicich, sem jim pfriSlo predvolani do
transportu do terezinského ghetta. Odjeli 26. ledna 1942 a 15. fijna téhoZz roku byli
deportovani do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéni.

Josef Fuchs was born on October 16, 1871. In the 1920s and 1930s, he worked as a boiler
maker for the Czechoslovak State Railways. Arnostka Fuchsova, née Porgesova, was born on
July 27, 1883. They were most likely married, as their transport numbers followed
consecutively.

Josef had an unusual life, as he moved around to different places for unclear reasons. We do
not have any details about Arnostka's life. The last known address where she allegedly lived
with Josef was in Hofovice. Before that, however, Josef had lived for some time in the Eastern
suburbs of Pilsen, on Veverkova Street. Whether Arnostka lived there with him is uncertain.
From this Pilsen apartment, he deregistered after the occupation of the borderlands in late
October 1938 and registered in Karlovy Vary, a city in the annexed territory, where people



were actually fleeing from. Did he have relatives there that he was concerned about? Property
he wanted to secure? We don’t know.

After the occupation began, Josef and Arnostka lived in Hofovice, where they received a
summons for deportation to the Terezin ghetto. They left on January 26, 1942, and on October
15 of the same year, they were deported to Treblinka and were murdered there.
