RUZENA A BEDRICH WOLLNEROVI

Bedfich Wollner se narodil v roce 1869 v Nebilovech, tehdy malém méstecku u Plzné, do
pocetné Zidovské rodiny Eduarda a Charlotty (Karoliny) Wollnerovych. Vyr(stal obklopen
¢tyfmi bratry — Siegfriedem, Arnoldem, Aloisem a Juliem — z nichz Arnold a Alois rovnéz
tragicky zahynuli v holokaustu. Bedfich pracoval jako obchodnik a Zil dlouha Iéta ve Sténovicich
u Plzné. Nejprve byl Zenaty s Idou Abelesovou, kterd zemrela patrné pred rokem 1926. Pozdéji
se znovu oZenil, a to s RlZenou Weisskopfovou. RizZena se narodila v roce 1884 v DoZicich u
Blatné. Jeji rodice Josef a Anna Weisskopfovi pochazeli ze Zbraslavi a méli celkem pét déti.
RGZenina sestra Marie zahynula v ghettu v £6dzi, mladsi sestra Franziska byla deportovana do
Polska, kde rovnéZz zemrela. O osudu bratr(l Rudolfa a Julia nemame Zadné informace. Po
sfiatku s Bedfichem Zila RGZena rovnéi ve Sténovicich, kde vedla domacnost. V lednu 1942 byli
manzelé zarazeni do transportu T z Plzné do Terezina. Dorazili tam 28. ledna a prezivali tu
rozdéleni az do 15. fijna téhoZ roku, kdy byli transportem Bv deportovani do vyhlazovaciho
tabora Treblinka. TéhoZ dne, pravdépodobné bezprostfedné po prijezdu, byli oba zavrazdéni.
Bedfichovi bylo 73 let, Rlzené 58. Jejich Zivotni drahy byly nasilné ukonceny ve stejny den, ve
stejném mist&. Po jejich domové ve Sténovicich, rodindch i praci zistalo jen malo stop, ale
jejich jména zlstavaji uchovana jako soucast tragického odkazu Zidovské komunity Plzné a
okoli.

Bedrich Wollner was born in 1869 in Nebilovy, then a small town near Plzen, into the large
Jewish family of Eduard and Charlotta (Karolina) Wollner. He grew up surrounded by four
brothers—Siegfried, Arnold, Alois, and Julius—two of whom, Arnold and Alois, also tragically
perished in the Holocaust. Bedfich worked as a merchant and lived in St&novice near Plzef
for many years. He was first married to Ida Abelesova, who probably died before 1926. Later,
he remarried Rlzena Weisskopfova.

RGZena was born in 1884 in DoZice near Blatna. Her parents, Josef and Anna Weisskopf, came
from Zbraslav and had five children in total. RiZena's sister Marie died in the £6dz ghetto, and
her younger sister Franziska was deported to Poland, where she also died. The fate of her
brothers Rudolf and Julius is unknown.



After marrying Bedfich, RGZena also lived in Sténovice, where she kept the household. In
January 1942, the couple was included in transport T from Plzen to Terezin. They arrived on
January 28 and survived there, though separated, until October 15 of the same year, when
they were deported by transport Bv to the extermination camp Treblinka. On that same day,
likely immediately upon arrival, they were both murdered. Bedfich was 73 years old, RizZena
58. Their lives were violently ended on the same day, in the same place.

Little remains of their home in Sténovice, their families, or their work, but their names endure
as part of the tragic legacy of the Jewish community of Plzeri and its surroundings.
